Requires 30 hours of graduate credit, of which 3 hours must be
in Scientific Research for Resources Management (FORS 8200)
and 3 hours in Master’s Thesis (FORS 7300), and no more than
6 hours may be Research (FORS 7000).

At least 12 of the 30 hours must be in courses open only to
graduate students, exclusive of credit in Master’s Research
(FORS 7000) and the required 3 hours of Master’s Thesis (FORS
7300), and not in excess of 2 hours of graduate seminar or 3
hours of Problem courses.

Only 6 hours of Master’s Research (FORS 7000) and 3 hours of
Master’s Thesis (FORS 7300) can be applied to the 30-hour total
on the Program of Study.

Warnell skills requirement: Experimental Methods in Forest
Resources Research (FORS 6750) or Statistical Methods 11
(STAT 6220) or a higher level statistics course.

Fisheries and Wildlife majors only — One semester hour of
graduate seminar (e.g., FORS 8300, BTNY 8840, CBIO 8490,
etc.).

An overall average of 3.0 must be maintained on all courses on
the Program of Study, with no grade below a C on any course.
